b. Download the latest VUE software from https://vemco.com/products/vue-software/?product-
software and install.

2. Update the VR4-UWM FIRMWARE to version 2.3.0 (or later):

a. Use VUE's automatic firmware update system. Start VUE (2.5.0 or later), and if you are not using
v2.3.0 firmware on your receiver, a Firmware Update dialog box will appear. Click Yes to update
and follow the installer instructions. OR

b. Download the latest VR4-UWM firmware from https://vemco.com/products/vr4-uwm/?product-
software and install manually. Use the gear icon to access the manual update and install.

IMPORTANT: Note that if an attempt is made to install firmware 2.3.0 before installing VUE 2.5.0, the
firmware install will fail.
